
BAYTREE ESTATE – COMPLETED WORKS APRIL 2011 
 
 
Environmental improvements to Baytree Estate have now been carried out.  Below are 
photographs showing before and after of various elements of the environmental 
programme. 
 
 
Bungalows on Baytree Lane 
 
The bungalows on Baytree Lane have open grassed area to the highway and suffered 
from people cutting through the bungalows to access other areas of the estate and also 
dog owners letting their dogs run across the grass and foul the area.  Fencing has been 
installed along the edge of the footpath with gates at each footpath entrance to the 
bungalows to provide defensible space and prevent anti-social behaviour.

Open Space off Ash Street 
 
This area was poorly landscaped with strips of grass and broken flags.  The flags were 
removed and the whole area grassed over.  Steel bollards were also installed on Ash 
Street to prevent vehicle access.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
Planters rear of 48 – 54 Baytree Lane 
 
These planters and flagged area were in poor condition and subject to anti-social 
behaviour as can be seen from the graffiti on the wall below.  The area has been 
levelled, tarmac surfaced with floor graphics for informal play. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Open Space between Ash Street and Cheviot Close 
 
This area was also in poor condition with areas of damaged grass, broken flags and 
“egg-box” type paving.  The flags have been removed, the area levelled and grassed 
over and small trees have been planted.

Open Space between Cheviot Close and Fern Close 
 
This area contained 2 planters in poor condition and a dead tree.  Consultation with 
residents indicated that young children would like some grassed area to play on but 
residents did not want anything which would attract older youths.  The planters were 
removed, the area levelled and grassed over and 2 new trees planed.  In addition a new 
diagonal path was installed across the area to prevent people walking over the grass.

Flats at Junction of Baytree Lane and Damson Green 
 
The passageway between the OAP bungalows and flats on Damson Green was being 
used as a short-cut, particularly late at night and residents were suffering anti-social 
behaviour.  New fencing and a gate has been installed so that the passageway can be 
closed off at night.
