From 1st April 2007- 31st March 2008 RBH let 1372 properties. 

Out of these properties, 260 (19%) were secure tenancies and 81% were introductory tenancies.

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2. Gender profiles

Out of all people housed, 607 (50.8%) were male and 587 (49.2%) were female. 
For the head of household, there were 374 (52.1%) males and 344 (47.9%) females. 

3. Ethnicity profile
Out of those that declared their ethnicity, 534 (72.5%) were White British and 203 (27.5%) were from a minority ethnic background. 

635 did not declare their ethnicity. This equates to 47% of all new lettings. 
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The White Irish/ White other category is seeing a sharp rise. Interestingly, from the White Irish/ White Other category, 40 (62.5%) of these were from Poland.
4. Disability profile

Out of all people housed, 113 (8.8%) considered themselves to have a disability and 576 (44.7%) of people did not consider themselves to have a disability. 599 (46.5%) did not know.
