1. Right to Buy Applications

From 1st April 2008 – 31st March 2009, 137 applications were made by tenants wishing to buy their property. 

Ethnicity:

Out of these applications, 112 declared their ethnicity. 25 did not state their ethnicity. 

Out of those that declared their ethnicity, 70 (63%) were White British. 40 of these (36%) were from a minority ethnic background. 

Disability:

Out of these applications, 100 declared whether they considered themselves to have a disability or not. 

Out of those that declared whether or not they had a disability, 87 (87%) did not consider themselves to have a disability. 13 (13%) considered themselves to have a disability. 

2. Right to Buy Sales

From 1st April 2008 – 31st March 2009, 55 sales were completed. 

Ethnicity:

Out of these sales, 27 declared their ethnicity. 

Out of those that declared their ethnicity, 17 (63%) were White British and 10 (37%) were from a minority ethnic background. 

Disability:

Out of all the sales, 23 declared whether they considered themselves to have a disability or not. 

Out of those that declared whether or not they had a disability, 22 people (96%) did not consider themselves to have a disability. 1 person (4%) considered themselves to have a disability
